a. This was discussed, and agreed that as wood becomes available everyone could have access through the standard process of permitting;

5. YFN Request for Employment for their people 
a.   During the approval process for the Cutting Permit, for a portion of the area required YFN approval, the question was asked if there could be consideration of providing employment opportunities for YFN people. Zolie had advised them that this could be addressed through a local process when appropriate, as the hiring of employees for the first harvesting would be undertaken by a contractor.
